Strategy One

1) Take the price from 00:00 GMT 

2) Buy and Sell entry orders at 50 pips away from 00:00 GMT price 

3) Take Profit 30 Pips away from entry price 

4) Stop Loss at 00:00 GMT price 

5) No Matter what happens all positions are closed 24 hours later 00:00 GMT the next day and Reset.

Example

1) 1.8800

2) Buy = 1.8850 



Sell = 1.8750

3) Buy Take Profit = 1.8880


Sell Take Profit = 1.8720

4) Stop Loss for both orders = 1.8800

5) At this time all orders or open trades are closed and the above process starts again.

Strategy Two
This strategy is the same as above but with 2 lots. The difference here is that at take profit only one lot is closed and then second lot is moved to breakeven and then closed at 00:00 GMT when everything is reset.

Example

1) 1.8800

2) Buy 2 lots = 1.8850 



Sell 2 lots = 1.8750

3) Buy Take Profit for 1 lot only= 1.8880




Sell Take Profit for one lot only= 1.8720 


2nd Lot stop loss moves to break-even once first lot takes profit
4) Stop Loss for both original orders = 1.8800

5) At this time all orders or open trades are closed and the above process starts again.

Strategy Three
This system places trades as they hit either, 20 pips below London open or 20 pips above London open. This is not a two order straddle where you set two orders at separate points to enter trade and that’s it for the day. In this systems you may enter 1,2,3,4 or even 5 trades in a day. But normally averages around 2 or 3. 

I then trade 3 lots when either line is reached with 3 different profit levels. 14, 30 and 80. 

“Second trade would have been entered on the 1GMT time. The reason it was not entered at 12gmt time candle is that I will never re-enter a trade in the same direction on the next candle when trade has been stopped.”

1) Place Buy and Sell orders 20 pips away from London Open – 3 lots each

2) 3 take profit levels 14, 30 and 80 pips

3) Stop Loss

4) the above recycles itself through out the day every time the price goes back below or above as it may be the entry price.

5) All trades are cancelled at XXX and reset.

Example

1) London open = 1.8800 so Buy 3 lots at 1.8820 and Sell 3 lots at 1.8780

2) Take profit on lot one at 14 pips - Take Profit on Lot 2 at 30 pips – Take Profit on Lot 3 at 80 pips

3) Stop Loss 

4) If we are entered into a long trade and the market retraces back below 1.8820 and stops us out then a new order is placed again at 1.8820 with the same above parameters. The same is true if we are in a short trade and the market retraces back up and stops us out.

5) All orders are cancelled and rest at XXX 


Strategy Four
This strategy concentrates on the daily close of the New York Session.

1) At the close of the New York session you place a buy order 55 pips away from the close price of the New York Session. You Place a sell order 35 pips away from the close price of the New York Session. These are OCO orders which means as soon as one is triggered the other is cancelled.
2) Stop Loss for the Buy order is 75 pips. Stop Loss for the sell Order is 55 pips
3) If the Stop Loss is hit on either order and reversed position is taken with double the amount of lots.

4) Profit Target Strategy

5) All orders are closed and reset at the Close of the New York Session the Following day
Example
1) New York Session Closes at 1.8800. Buy order set at 1.8855. Sell Order set at 1.8765 (Make sure that they are OCO orders as above)

2) Buy Stop Loss set at 1.8780. Sell Stop Loss at 1.8820

3) If either Stop Loss is hit then the position is immediately reversed with 2 lots as oppose to 1 lot (So Double the initial)

4) Profit Target Strategy
5) All Orders are cancelled and open trades are closed at the close of the New York session the following day and reset
